What we're doing

Work will soon start on several points along Station Road, Angmering to install
‘tabletops’ and ‘speed cushions’ for traffic calming purposes. Locations are:

e Junction of Station Road and Dell Drive
e Junction of Station Road and Mill Road
e Junction to Station Road from North Drive to The Thatchway

The recent inclement weather and discovery of unforeseen site conditions have caused
delays in the works programme for this schemes delivery. In order to ensure that works
within closer proximity to the school can be completed during the Easter School holiday
period adjustments to the programme have had to be made at short notice. We
apologise for any disruption this may cause and can ensure you that all efforts will be
made to keep disruption to a minimum.

Traffic management will consist of a 24 hour road closure, for which a diversion route
will be in place. Access will always be provided to residents within closed areas and Mill
Road, from the south (via A259) although there may be some delay to ensure the site is
safe to pass through.
